DISASTERS CAN STRIKE QUICKLY AND WITHOUT 
WARNING – IS YOUR COMMUNITY READY?

Each year millions of people are affected by disasters, both 
natural and man-made. In May, Southern Regional 
Children’s Advocacy Center (SRCAC), a program of the 
NCAC, invited leaders of other Children Advocacy Centers 
to a Disaster Preparedness Summit in Destin, Florida. The 
purpose of the Summit was to brainstorm ideas and discuss 
issues directors need to consider in developing a disaster 
plan for their agencies.

A majority of the Summit participants were Executive 
Directors of CACs in the Southern Region of the United 
States. They were selected because of personal 
encounters with disasters and/or experience in disaster 
preparedness. Some participants that were invited to the 
Summit have not previously had a disaster plan in place 
when tragedy hit their communities. Many experienced a 
complete loss of their agencies due to fire, hurricanes, and 
flooding. Others have experienced sharing the burden of 
disasters that happen in neighboring cities, for example, the 
Children’s Advocacy Center in Houston provided mental 
health services to families temporarily living in the 
Astrodome after Hurricane Katrina hit Louisiana. Another 
participant had a disaster plan in place when Hurricane 
Wilma caused extensive damage to her CAC. Her plan was 
used for response and recovery.

The Summit was a great success, and Southern Regional 
CAC staff came back to Huntsville with a wealth of 
information, ideas, and resources to be used in assembling 
a guide for a Disaster Preparedness Manual specific to the 
operation of a Children’s Advocacy Center.  This guide will 
be distributed with the hope of encouraging CACs to be 
proactive in their response to community-wide disasters.
